Awards and categories:

Up to twelve $1000 awards will be selected for best papers for the 2023 ACC-RAC conference Only papers that have successfully gone through the journal peer review process, are accepted, and published in the assigned journal will receive an award.  
Selected abstracts with clinical or basic science research topics will be considered for publication in the Journal of Manipulative and Physiological Therapeutics (JMPT). Selected abstracts with educational research topics will be considered for publication in the Journal of Chiropractic Education (JCE). Both the JMPT and JCE are indexed in PubMed. Within 1 month of the award announcement, authors of the selected abstracts are responsible for submitting their completed manuscripts to the assigned journal (JMPT or JCE) and abiding by the journal’s submission and peer review process. It is expected that authors will appropriately revise the manuscript as per editor and reviewer suggestions and requests. If the paper does not comply with the journal’s standards, or is not accepted for publication, based upon the recommendations of the peer-reviewers/editorial board, it will not be published and the award will not be granted. Award winning papers that are accepted will be published in a future issue of the journal. Once the paper is published, the author is responsible for notifying the ACC, sending the published paper to the ACC, and any other information that the ACC requires, then the award recognition certificate and award check will be mailed to the primary author by the ACC.
