Only research studies that were accepted for presentation and that have not yet been submitted to a journal or published elsewhere will be allowed to enter this awards competition. Winning research studies will be submitted to either the Journal of Manipulative and Physiological Therapeutics (for basic science, clinical, or public health topics) or the Journal of Chiropractic Education (for education topics). Papers must be published in either JMPT or JCE to receive the award. This competition is not compulsory, and this invitation may be declined by the authors. To participate in the competition, the presenter must 1) be registered for the conference and 2) complete this electronic entry by March 10, 2026
By signing this form, I confirm that:

· I understand that to receive the award, I will submit my manuscript to either the JMPT or JCE for publication, as designated by the type of research described below
· I agree to submit all of the required and completed materials to the journal within 1 month of award announcement and abide by the journal’s peer review process; and, 

· I understand that only unpublished manuscripts and works that are not currently being considered by any other journal may be submitted to this competition; and, 

· I understand that if my paper does not pass peer review, is not accepted, and/or is not published, then the award will not be given; and,
· I have informed all co-authors, and they all agree to these terms.

· If my work was generated within a government system (such as the VA), I understand that I may not be eligible to receive prize money; thus, I must advise the awards chair in advance that although I may not receive prize money, I will still be eligible to publish an award-winning paper.

Awards and categories:

Candidate papers will be selected for best paper awards. Only the candidate papers that have successfully gone through the journal peer review process, are accepted, and are published in the assigned journal will receive an award.  
Selected abstracts with clinical or basic science research topics will be considered for publication in the Journal of Manipulative and Physiological Therapeutics (JMPT). Selected abstracts with educational research topics will be considered for publication in the Journal of Chiropractic Education (JCE). Both the JMPT and JCE are indexed in PubMed. Within 1 month of the award announcement, authors of the selected abstracts are responsible for submitting their completed manuscripts to the assigned journal (JMPT or JCE) and abiding by the journal’s submission and peer review process. It is expected that the authors will appropriately revise the manuscript as per the suggestions and requests of the editor and reviewers. If the paper does not comply with the journal’s standards or is not accepted for publication based upon the recommendations of the peer-reviewers/editorial board, it will not be published, and the award will not be granted. Award-winning papers that are accepted will be published in a future issue of the journal. Once the paper is published, the author is responsible for notifying the Awards Committee Chair, who will verify publication and notify the Association of Chiropractic Colleges (ACC). The ACC will then notify the author of any other information that the ACC requires and then release funds to the primary author.
